— Incorporates changes adopted in International

Regulations (IMDG Code, ICAO Technical

Instructions, the UN Model Regulations, and
IAEA)

— Included change to definition of “exclusive
use” transport

» DOT Corrections Rule to be issued soon
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Current IAEA Regulations

- 2012 Edition of Regulations for the Safe
Transport of Radioactive Material (SSR-6)

— Adopted by DOT for international shipments

— Changes not yet harmonized in domestic
regulations

* Fissile material excepted changes most significant
change

- May be considered in future rulemakings
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Future IAEA Regulations

- 31st Meeting of the Transport Safety
Standards Committee held November 2-6,
2015

— Decision to Revise the IAEA Regulations

— Changes Planned for 2018 Edition of SSR-6
include:
* Provisions for Transport of Large Objects
Removal of Leach Test for LSA-III materials
Provisions for Dual Purpose Casks
Revisions to A, and A, Values and Exemption Values
Transition to “-18” Designations on Certificates
