Regulatory Issue Summaries (RISs) Usually generic, used to detail emerging issues of
Importance to licensees.

Interim Staff Guidance (ISG) used to address or clarify issues not already detailed in an SRP. This
level of information is often incorporated into an RG for durable knowledge management.

Stakeholders often use inspection manuals and procedures to gain a common knowledge base of
NRC activities and a common understanding of the review and inspection processes.

Codes and Standards Consensus standards are often incorporated by reference into regulations :
or endorsed through NRC guidance documents. RGs are often used to “point” to standards that Atomic
the staff has evaluated and found acceptable.

NUREGS These have various purposes, such as NUREG-0800, Standard Review Plan... for Nuclear 10 CFR Parts 1-199

Power Plants..., on a high level. Many informational NUREGs are published without public

comment. NUREGS are endorsed at various levels in other NRC documents, such as RGs, but do Reg Guides, SRPs,
not themselves provide an approved methodology or process. They are often used to support the
technical basis for an RG. NUREGS, IPs, INs, Codes, BTPs, Standards

The NRC uses stakeholder input to develop useful products in an efficient manner.
